BulkSMS HTTP Send – c# sample
This is a starter application. Use can use it as a starting point and building block for your application. Feel free to modify and change as necessary. There are no copyrights on this material. Also, use at your own risk  - this is not PRODUCTION quality code. 
Basic Architecture

There are two .NET projects in this sample;

1. bulksms_dotnetlib: A simple DLL class library

2. bsmstest: A simple Test application that uses the library

bulksms_dotnetlib

Contains a single class, which contains a single method: HTTPSend
Call HTTPSend to send raw HTTP data to the destination server specified in the input string.

HTTPSend returns a string result that containing either a valid response or an error message. 

The HTTPSend function can be used for any of the BulkSMS API calls (get_inbox, get_report, send_sms etc.l). The input data also determines network details, such as standard HTTP or SSL, ports and so on. You may have to do additional work to bypass or work with proxy servers.
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public string HTTPSend(string sHTTPInputData)

bsmstest

Contains a single Windows Form with a text box for data input, a button to submit the data, and a result text box to shows responses. The code behind the button click simply calls the HTTPSend function, passing in the text input data and then displays the result.
